AUDIENCE

Do I have to buy tickets for children under the age of 2?

Yes.  Tickets are required for all ages.
Are your shows are appropriate for all ages?  

Yes.  However, children under the age of 2 may not be ready to sit through a full production. We ask that you please leave the theatre if your younger children are disturbing the surrounding patrons.
Can I videotape and/or photograph the show?

In respect for our audience and actors as well as copyright laws, amateur photography and/or video is not allowed during performances.  Professional photos may be purchased on the Kids Who Care website.
Do you have handicap seating? 

Yes. Please let the Box Office know that you require this seating so that we may reserve it for you in advance to guarantee that it is available.
What should I wear to KWC productions?

Going to the Theater is an event, so don’t hesitate to look your best and to feel comfortable.  Theater goers wear everything from jeans to suits to a beautiful dress. 

Where should I park?

Parking is available on the East Side of the Fort Worth Community Arts Center, at the corner of Gendy and Lancaster or in the lot on the south side of the building between the Museum of Science and History and the Arts Center.  No parking is allowed in the Circle Drive or Backstage Lot at the Arts Center. 
What if I’m late to the show? 
If you arrive late to your scheduled performance, the House Manager will seat you at the first appropriate opportunity. Late Seating is at the discretion of Kids Who Care. If you are unable to take your assigned seat, please accept the seating available. 

ACTORS of ALL AGES
Do I have to be in the Resident Company to be cast in a show?

No.  Our auditions for Main Stage Productions are open auditions for everyone.

Do I have to sing to be in Kids Who Care?

No.  We encourage actors, dancers, and singers to join us!  Eventually we will encourage our students to study all three areas but not before you are ready! 

Are the Kids Who Care actors paid?

Not in most cases.  Kids Who Care provides a limited number of Equity contracts per year.  

Who can audition for Kids Who Care Shows?
We encourage EVERYONE who is interested to audition.  We strive to cast our productions with the best talent that comes to us from the entire community. 

What can I expect at the Audition? 
CLASSES 

Do I have to be in the Resident Company to be in classes at Kids Who Care?

No.  We offer classes for all levels and ages (3 years - University)

Do I have to have experience to be in class?

No. The point of the classes is to teach you the skills you need or to enhance the skills you already have.
What should I wear to Class? 

Dance classes receive specific instructions from the dance instructor for classroom attire and shoes. For all other classes, students should wear clothes that provide ease of movement and that are appropriate if sitting on the floor or warming-up. The student needs to be able to move without constraints.  Tennis shoes or other closed toe fitted shoes are great. No flip flops, please.
Does KWC offer private lessons? 

We do not currently offer private lessons but have a list of recommended instructors. 

CAMP

Do I have to audition to be in a KWC Camp?

Yes and No.  You do not have to audition to attend camp. However, all actors participate in a placement audition that allows the professional staff to cast. To be considered for a principal role, students do audition for specific parts.
Do I have to experience to come to camp?

No. All experience levels are encouraged to attend.
What should I wear to Camp? 
Students should wear clothes that provide ease of movement and that are appropriate if sitting on the floor or warming-up. The student needs to be able to move without constraints.  Tennis shoes or other closed toe fitted shoes are great. No flip flops, please.

Does Kids Who Care offer Corporate Leadership Training?
How do I become a KidPower Leader? 

To apply for leadership at Camp the first step is to attend any summer Kids Who Care Camp. After one summer of participation you are eligible to apply to serve as a leader. Applications are available each year between Thanksgiving and Christmas and leaders are selected the first week of January. Learn More
